
MINUTES OP A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF 
TARRANT COUNTY WATER CONTROL AND IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT 

NUMBER ONE HELD IN THE DISTRICT OFFICE IN FORT WORTH, 
TEXAS, ON MAY 6, 1930, AT 3 O'CLOCK P. M. : THIS MEETING 

WAS A CONTINUATION OF THE RECESSED SECOND QUARTERLY 
MEETING DESIGNATED BY THE STATUTE TO HAVE BEEN HELD ON 

MONDAY MAY 5, I93O, AT 10 O'CLOCK A. M. 

At t h i s time and place there were present Directors W, R.Bennett (who 
presided i n his capacity as President), E. E. Bewley, C. A. Hickman, 
Joe B. Hogsett and W. K. S t r i p l i n g , who acted i n his capacity as 
Secretary. 

Upon the meeting being opened, proceedings were had and done as follows, 
v i z :

1. The Minutes of the former meetings were read, approved 
and ordered of record as follows: 

(a) Minutes of the meeting of A p r i l 22, 1930. 
(b) The Minutes of the recessed meeting of May 

5, 1930. 

2. There appeared the Hon. N. H. Lassiter and Hon. 
Robt. W. Harrison as attorneys representing the Chicago, Rock Island 
and Gulf Railway Company. They presented a certain claim f o r the 
railway company which grew out of the fact that the D i s t r i c t i n 
the construction of i t s Bridgeport reservoir w i l l cause to be sub­
merged approximately 2.75 miles of the main lin e of the branch l i n e 
railway extending from Bridgeport i n Wise County to Graham i n Young 
County. I t was represented that t h i s severance would force the 
claimant to relocate i t s l i n e i n such manner as to require the 
construction of approximately 10.65 miles of railway; which i s 
indicated on map presented by the claimant as points A to C. I t 
was represented that the relocated l i n e would be 1.10 miles longer 
than the exi s t i n g l i n e . The claim was as follows: 

Net cost of construction after allowance for salvage from 
old l i n e $666,000.00 < 

The sum to recompense increased cost of maintenance 
and operation over the excess distance 1.10 miles 38,160.00 

TOTAL CLAIM $70l;,l60.00 
The presented d e t a i l s of the claim together with themap presented by 
claimant are designated as "Exhibit A"; the same are hereto attached, 
i n f o l i o as part hereof. 

Upon consideration of t h i s claim i t was the sense of 
the directors that the same should be referred to the engineers and 
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attorneys f o r t h i s D i s t r i c t with instructions to them to confer 
with the engineers and attorneys for the Railway Company. Further 
that the Directors should await the further and other recommendations 
to be made by the engineers and attorneys f o r t h i s D i s t r i c t - i t i s so 
ordered. 

3. There was a discussion of the necessity to amend 
the answer of t h i s D i s t r i c t i n the law sui t pending i n the D i s t r i c t 
Court of Tarrant County, Texas, styled G. P. Reeves, et a l , V. This 
D i s t r i c t . Director S t r i p l i n g moved that the attorneys f o r the D i s t r i c t 
be given f u l l power to include i n the amended answer any and a l l 
matters deemed by them to be appropriate to the defense of the case; 
th i s motion was seconded by Director Hogsett. Upon a vote being taken 
the motion was carried and i t i s so ordered. 

1̂ . Thereupon there were presented to the Directors 
under the provision of Chapter 17 of the Acts of the 39th Legislature 
of Texas, certain claims against H. H. Lemon who was the sub-contractor 
f o r clearing the reservoir s i t e belonging to t h i s D i s t r i c t . Said Lemon 
i s now i n default. 

The claims so presented were as follows: 

(a) Hubb Diggs Company $28.80 
(b) Ritchie-Cartan k Turner Company 22.76 

TOTAL CLAIMS $51.56 

Upon consideration of these claims the same were 
ordered f i l e d and to be deducted from the next monthly estimate of the 
progress of the work to become due to the D i s t r i c t contractors: Further 
that the d i s t r i c t contractors be given written notice. 

5. Thereupon there were presented to the Directors 
the claims for a l l current sums now due and payable by the D i s t r i c t , together 
with the proposed voucher checks to pay the same. The voucher checks 
so presented were from S e r i a l Number 2058 to 2095, both inc l u s i v e , and each 
of said voucher checks shows the details of the account f o r which the 
check was drawn. The t o t a l of the checks so presented i s $39#222.56. 
There were also presented a l i s t of a l l vouchers checks issued or cancelled 
since the meeting of A p r i l 10, 1930. These checks t o t a l $57,923.23. A 
specific l i s t of said voucher checks i s attached to these minutes as 
Exhibit ttBn and the same i s made part hereof. Upon consideration 
of each of the stated claims now due Director Hogsett made a motion 
that said accounts do be each approved; that the voucher checks proposed 
to be issued do be authorized, executed and delivered to the respective 
persons e n t i t l e d to receive the same, subject only to the delivery of 
f u l l acquittance to t h i s D i s t r i c t . This motion was seconded by Director 
Hickman. Upon a vote being taken the motion was carried and i t i s so 
ordered. 

6. Thereupon Director Bewley, as Chairman of the Committee 
on Finance, did present to the Directors for allowance •£ the request 
of the Continental National Bank of Fort Worth, the D i s t r i c t ' s depository, 
to withdraw from pledge certain obligations of the United States of America, 
aggregating i n par value, $110,000.00. I t was stated by Mr. Bewley that i n 
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case the requests were granted, there would, i n h i s opinion remain,in 
pledge to the D i s t r i c t securites ample to protect the D i s t r i c t f o r 
i t s present cash balance with the depository. He, therefore, recommended 
that the Directors grant the request of the depository bank. He presented 
a multiple, reciprocal receipt marked "Exhibit 5"* i n which the securities 
proposed to be withdrawn from pledge are s p e c i f i c a l l y i d e n t i f i e d . 

After careful consideration of t h i s request 
Director Hickman made a motion that the same do be approved; that the 
proposed reciprocal receipts be executed f o r the bank; that Director 
Bewley be authorized to execute the same fo r t h i s D i s t r i c t ; that the 
therein described securities do be delivered to the bank; that one 
of the multiple receipts do be attached to the statutory bond of the 
depository as "Exhibit 5n> *s i s provided f o r i n said bond and that 
one of said receipts be delivered to the depository bank. This motion 
was seconded by Director S t r i p l i n g . Upon a vote being taken, the 
motion was carried and i t i s so ordered. 

The l e t t e r of the depository bank dated May 5th, 
1930, requesting the withdrawal of securities from pledge, together 
with the executed reciprocal receipt are attached to these minutes as 
"Exhibit C". 

7« Director Hogsett, who i s Chairman of the Committee 
On Organization, made a motion that the salary of Mr. B. B. Cheatham 
jtofati b« increased to the sum of $250.00 per month to become effec t i v e 
from and after May 1st, 193^« This motion was seconded by Director 
S t r i p l i n g . On a vote the motion was carried and i t i s so ordered. 

8. Thereupon there was presented to the Directors 
the Engineers General Contractors 1 Estimate No. 3 dated May 6th, I93O, 
to cover the period from A p r i l 5th. to May 5th, 1930. This estimate 
disclosed t o t a l work to-date, $̂ 3,307.05 which less previous payment 
and the retained statutory 1$% leaves a balance of $5lj.,7iil*52* From 
t h i s sum there was deducted $5»53^»U9 *° c o v e r claims f i l e d with t h i s 
D i s t r i c t against H. H. Lemon. The net t o t a l as of t h i s date was 
$29,207.03. There was presented with the estimate the D i s t r i c t s 
Voucher No. 2096 f o r the sum of $29,207.03 to cover sum now lawfully 
payable to the contractors. I t was presented by the engineers that the 
estimate as presented and the extensions of amounts were correct. Mr. 
Cheatham stated that he had v e r i f i e d the extensions. There was f u l l 
consideration of the estimate as made. Thereupon Director Bewley made 
a motion that the estimate as presented do be approved; that the 
D i s t r i c t Voucher No. 2096 do be authorized, executed and delivered to 
the contractors. This motion was seconded by Director Hogsett. Upon 
a vote being taken the motion was carried and i t i s so ordered. 

The Engineers' Estimate No. 3 together with 
c e r t a i n supporting data are attached to these minutes as "Exhibit D" 
and the same are hereby made a part hereof. 

9. Thereupon i t was proposed that the time for 
holding the weekly meetings of the Board of Directors do be changed 
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from Tuesday of each week to Monday of each week at 3 O'clock P. M. 
I t was the sense of the directors that t h i s change be made and i t i s 
so ordered. 

10. REPORT OF LAND COMMITTEE: Directors Hickman and 
S t r i p l i n g composing the Land Committee, thereupon presented for approval 
certain proposals to rent land, and, or, to purchase land, and do recommend 
the same as follows, v i z : 

(a) To purchase from Tom Parish (have duplicate written 
contract i n f i l e ) approximately I76J acres of land situated i n Tarrant 
County, Texas, at the price of $65. CO per acre. The acreage to be subject 
to v e r i f i c a t i o n by the D i s t r i c t Engineers, said contract bearing the notation 
that the grantor s h a l l have the right to use the land u n t i l December 31, 
I93O, fo r the consideration of $1.00 per acre to be deducted from the . 
purchase price of the land. After consideration of t h i s proposal. 
Director Hogsett made a motion that the purchase as stated do be 
authorized and consummated subject only to the usual requirements con­
cerning the delivery of a good and s u f f i c i e n t t i t l e . This motion was 
seconded by Director Bewley. Upon a vote being taken the motion was 
carried and i t i s so ordered. 

(b) Director S t r i p l i n g presented a proposed contract 
of rental to S. B. Taylor on the Younger farm, which contract was to 
extend to December 31, 1930, and which contract contains the usual 
conditions of rentals by t h i s D i s t r i c t . He also presented two tendered 
notes of S.B.Taylor, each f o r the sum of $139«75, both dated A p r i l 25, I93O, 
one to mature July 1, 193O and the other to mature October 1, 1930. He 
also presented and tendered chattel mortage upon the crops now growing 
on said land. I t was explained by him that Mr. Taylor was i n possession 
of the land under an oral contract with Mr.Younger at the time the 
D i s t r i c t purchase^the land and that at the time of purchase crops were 
actu a l l y growing; that Mr. Taylor was unable to pay cash i n advance and 
that h i s agreement with Mr. Younger did not so require; that the giving 
of the notes and chattel mortgage by Mr. Taylor was not contemplated 
by the agreement between Mr. Taylor and Mr. Younger; that Mr. Taylor 
i s now unable to make cash payment of the r e n t a l . Upon consideration 
of the proposal Director Hickman made a motion that the rental as 
proposed be authorized, the contract be confirmed, and the notes together 
with the chattel mortgage do be received i n l i e u of cash i n advance. 
This motion was seconded by Director Hogsett. Upon a vote being taken 
the motion was carried and i t i s so ordered. 

No further^business was presented and the meeting was 
adjourned.
