FIRST: President Baker explained that he had c a l l e d t h i s Meet­

ing i n order to have D i r e c t o r S l a y present h i s plans f o r c a r r y ­

i n g out the d u t i e s imposed upon him i n the matter of a d v i s i n g the 

p u b l i c concerning the f a c t s r e l a t i n g to the plans of the D i s t r i c t .

to be a t t a i n e d under the f a c t s surrounding t h i s D i s t r i c t . A f t e r 

a lengthy d i s c u s s i o n the Board requested Mr. N o r r i s to agree to 

remain over one day i n order to meet w i t h the D i r e c t o r s of the 

D i s t r i c t and the C i t y C o u n c i l of Fort Worth, i n order that some 
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misunderstanding might be cleared up; t h i s e s p e c i a l l y concerning 

the r i g h t s of the C i t y under her o}.d f i l e s made at the time Lake 

Worth was planned and the a b i l i t y of the C i t y t o procure water 

r i g h t s to serve f u t u r e increased demands.
