2 . "hereupon, D i r e c t o r Bev/ley, as Cus tod ian of the S e c u r i t i e s pledged 
by the D i s t r i c t ' s D e p o s i t o r y , d i d present a s igned r e c i p r o c a l r e c e i p t , executed by the 
Texas n a t i o n a l Bank, the D i s t r i c t ' s Depos i to ry , and by I ' r . Bev/ley, as Cus tod ian o f 
S e c u r i t i e s . Under t h i s R e c i p r o c a l Receipt i t was proposed to withdraw from pledge c e r ­
t a i n S e c u r i t i e s aggrega t ing #20,000.00, I t was proposed to s u b s t i t u t e t h e r e f o r c e r t a i n 
other s e c u r i t i e s aggrega t ing # 2 0 , 0 0 0 D i r e c t o r Bewley s ta ted that i n h i s o p i n i o n 
the request f o r s u b s t i t u t i o n shou ld be granted and that the s e c u r i t y o f the D i s t r i c t 
would be preserved i n case o f such s u b s t i t u t i o n . An i d e n t i c a l l i s t of the S e c u r i t i e s 
so proposed to be withdrawn from pledge and those proposed to be s u b s t i t u t e d i n pledge 
i s a t t ached to these Minu t e s as " E x h i b i t A " , and i s made a pa r t h e r e o f . Upon c o n s i d e r ­
a t i o n o f the p roposa l by the D i r e c t o r s , i t v/as moved by D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g that the 
wi thdrawal o f s e c u r i t i e s and s u b s t i t u t i o n o f s e c u r i t i e s , as p roposed , do be a u t h o r i z e d ; 
that D i r e c t o r Bev/ley, as Cus todian of S e c u r i t i e s do be a u t h o r i z e d to e f f e c t t h i s sub ­
s t i t u t i o n ; f u r t h e r , that an i d e n t i c a l R e c i p r o c a l Rece ip t do be a t t ached to the bond o f 
the Depos i t o ry as " E x h i b i t 1 1 " . This motion v/as seconded by D i r e c t o r Hogse t t . Upon a 
vote b e i n g taken the motion v/as c a r r i e d and i t i s so o rde red .

4 . Thereupon M r . Sam J . Cal loway and Damon D a v i s , r e p r e s e n t i n g the 
Commiss ioners ' Cour t o f Tarrant County , Texas, asked f o r conference wi th the D i r e c t o r s . 
There a l s o came " r . Peden, and seven o the r s , who a^e land Dvners i n the area a f f e c t e d 
by the Eagle Mounta in R e s e r v o i r . They presented a p e t i t i o n , s igned by themselves and 
many o t h e r s , v/h ich r e l a t e d to t h e i r r e u res t that the D i s t r i c t orovlde a b r idge c r o s s ­
i n g the Eagle Mounta in L a k e , a t a po in t known as the Dido C r o s s i n g , l . r . Davis and ! ' r . 
Ca l loway supported the request o f this d e l e g a t i o n and presented a map s< owing how c o n ­
s t r u c t i o n o f t h i s Lake would a f f e c t o ld roads and a l s o showing proposed new roads which 
they deemed to be r e q u i r e d to be cons t ruc ted i n order reasonably to care f o r t r a v e l i n 
the nor thwes te rn p a r t o f Tarrant County. A f t e r f u l l h e a r i n g and d i s c u s s i o n ' , a t was the 
sense o f the D i r e c t o r s that the Engineer f o r the County and the Engineers f o r the 



D i s t r i c t make a mature i n v e s t i g a t i o n o f a l l f a c t o r s i n v o l v e d and repor t back to the. 
D i r e c t o r s o f the D i s t r i c t a t such time as i t might be presented f u l l data c o n c e r n i n g 
not on ly p r o p o s a l s , but as w e l l to inc lude the value o f present roads to be submerg­
ed and the cos t o f such roads as a re rtroposed to be n rov ided , 

5. Thereupon the Land Committee made a repor t o f t h e i r t e n t a t i v e 
con t rac t s to purchase lands and, o r , to l ease lands as f o l l o w s , v i z :

L l o r r i s : 4 ac re s i n easement f o r the g ross 
sum ...-12.00. 

(c) Cont rac t to purchase from I . C . Huddles ton , i n f e e : 41.82 ac res of l and @ v 

v60.00 pe r a c r e ; f u r t h e r , c a r r y i n g an agreement tha t the l a n d be l eased to M r . 
Huddles ton f o r the year 1930, f o r the sum of §1*00 per a c r e , payable i n advance. 

(d) To purchase from A . Cant , approximate ly 200 ac re s i n fee at ^55.00 per a c r e ; 
and to purchase an easement on approximate ly 50 ac re s @ $3.00 per a c r e . 

(e) To purchase from . / . ST. Dunaway: 4 .32 acres o f l a n d 9 £50 .00 p e r a c r e . 

( f ) To purchase from I.'rs. S p r i n k l e and T ' r s . T r i m b l e , approximate ly 2 a c r e s , esbsia'̂  
3> the p r i c e o f .^48.00 p e r a c r e . I t was e x p l a i n e d that t h i s land was not w e l l d e - ' & 
f i n e d , but that i t was a p a r t of the land f o r m e r l y ov/ned by V/. N . Younger. \ 

(g) To purchase from the Es ta t e o f N . E . Hopper: 386.5 ac res o f l a n d , more o r 
l e s s , at ^30.00 per a c r e . 

The Land Committee made recommendation that each and a l l of these purchases do be 
approved and a u t h o r i z e d . A f t e r c o n s i d e r a t i o n of each p roposa l i t was moved by 
D i r e c t o r Hogsett that the purchases and c o n t r a c t s as proposed do be approved, c o n ­
f i rmed and ordered consummated. F u r t h e r , as to the Buckner c o n t r a c t , that e i t h e r 
D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g or D i r e c t o r Hickman do be a u t h o r i z e d to f o r i a l l y execute the 
tendered con t r ac t as between t h i s D i s t r i c t and D r . K . L . Buckner , and that such 
c o n t r a c t , when so executed, do be the act and deed o f t h i s D i s t r i c t . This motion 
v/as seconded by D i r e c t o r Hickman. U^on a vote b e i n g taken the motion was c a r r i e d 
and i t i s so o rde red . 

(h) Thereupon there v/as presented to the Board a l e t t e r o f Mr . Duke, conce rn ing 
c o n t r o v e r s y wi th Mr • Grubbs, cone e r n i n g h i s r i g h t to remove improvements f rom the 
l and purchased from h i m . Upon f u l l c o n s i d e r a t i o n o f t h i s , D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g made 
a motion that the request be d e n i e d . T h i s mot ion was seconded by D i r e c t o r -"ickraan. 
The motion was c a r r i e d and i t i s so ordered . 

6 . No f u r t h e r bus iness v/as p resen ted and the mee t ing was a d j o u r n e d .
