L3NUTES OF A REGULAR /EEKLY MEETING OF IHB BOARD OF DIRECTOR; OF 
TARRANT OOUITTY 7/ATER CONTROL AND IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NUMBER ONE 

; ID IN THE DISTRICT OFFICE OIT DECEMBER 31, 1929, at 3 O'CLOCK P. H . 

The c a l l of the r o l l disclosed the presence of a l l the directors as f o l l o w s , v i z :

Director ,.. R. Bennett presided i n his capacity as President; 7. K. S t r i p l i n g acted 
i n his capacity as Secretary. 

At t h i s meeting the fo l lowing proceedings were had and done, v i z : 

1. The minutes of the meeting of December 17, 1929, were read, ap­
proved and ordered of r e c o r i . 

2. Director Hogsett, as Chairman of the Committee on Organization, 
presented a recommendation that the salary of Mrs* HoConnell, as stenographer f o r 
the D i s t r i c t , do be increased from .,;;90.00 per month to the sum of ^125.00 per month 
as of date December 1, 1929. A f t e r f u l l consider t ion of th i s proposal Director 
S t r i p l i n g made a motion that the salary do be increased as proposed, and that the 
increase be e f f e c t i v e as of December 1, 1929. The motion was seconded by Director 
Bewley. Upon a vote being taken the motion was carr ied and i t i s so ordered. 

3. Thereupon there was taken up for consideration a l l matters con­
cerning the purchase of lands. There was presented f o r authorization and issuance 
vouchers of the D i s t r i c t , to be delivered i n payment fo r lands, as fo l lov / s , v i z : •

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Upon f u l l consideration Director Bewley male a motion that the vouchers as l i s t ­
ed above do be issued and de l ive red . Direc tor Hogsett d id second this motion. 
Upon a vote being taten the motion v/as car r ied and i t i s so ordered. 

Incident to the foregoing vouchers there was presented a l e t t e r 
to the D i s t r i c t signed b y : : . V . Rominger, Emma Rominger and C. 0. Rominger, re­
ceived on Decent9r 31, 1929. This l e t t e r was wr i t t en in duplicate and one copy 
thereof is to be f i l e d i n the Rominger f i l e . Reference i s here male to said 
l e t t e r i n a i d hereof. This l e t t e r l i s t e d cer ta in debts to be paid by the D i s ­
t r i c t for account of the part ies executing the l e t t e r ; and f u r t h e r requested that 
the D i s t r i c t hold up settlement f o r cer ta in other debts and the balance due to 
the former owners of th i s land. A f t e r f u l l consideration i t v/as the sense of the 
Directors that the receipt of the l e t t e r should be acknowledged i n dupl icate; that 
one copy be retained i n this D i s t r i c t ' s o f f i c e f i l e s , and that the other copy be 
transmitted to the said Grantors; fu r ther , however, that th is should be done by 
transmitt ing to the Grantors l e t t e r of in te rpre ta t ion which would make i t c lear 
that i t was the intent of the part ies that the money payable to the Texas National 
Bank of Port Worth should be retained •by the D i s t r i c t u n t i l fu r ther wr i t t en orders 
by a l l interested par t i e s : I t i s so ordered. 

4. Other Hatters Incident To The Purchase and Management of Lands : 

(1) There was presented to the Directors question of settlement v/ith the South 
Texas Commercial National Bank, at the agreed contract pr ice per acre. I t v/as ex­
plained to the Directors that the Abstract of T i t l e shows that there i s an outstand­
i n g Mineral Right of one-sixteenth, which i s vested i n the Cassidy j . 7. Com. Co. 
o f Fort Worth; and a l so , an outstanding easement vested in the Texas Power and 
Light Company, g iv ing to i t the r ight of way over the land i n question f o r the 
Transmission l i n e of said Power Company. A f t e r f u l l discussion i t was declared to 
be the sense of the Board that settlemtn should be made v/ith the Bank at the price 
wr i t ten i n the contract ; and that the D i s t r i c t do adjust wi th the other par t ies 
at in teres t the stated outstanding r i gh t s . 

(2) Di rec to r Hickman presented to the Directors the record concerning a c la im by 
Ben F . Grubbs and h is Agent, 7. P . Thurmond, concerning the asserted r iaht of 
Ben F . Grubbs to remove from the land 30ld by him to the D i s t r i c t the improve .eats 
located thereon. Director Hickman stated that he had, subject to approval by the 
Di rec to rs , proposed to Mr. Thurmond an adjustment of this natter subs tant ia l ly as 
f o l l o w s , v i z : 

"That the improvements as they are to be permitted to remain on the 
land u n t i l December 31, 1930; that i f M.r. Grubbs desired, the im­
provements might remain as they are u n t i l A p r i l l t * 1931, but not f o r 
any greater length of time unless hereaf ter agreed to by this D i s t r i c t . 
That the D i s t r i c t s h a l l not be held responsible i n any manner f o r the 
improvements, but that they be wholly at the r i s k of Mr. Grubbs; f u r ­
ther, that Mr. Grubbs may, at any time, a f t e r Deceiiher 31, 1930, w i t h ­
out fur ther order, or payment, remove from sa id premises a l l improve­
ments, of whatever kind or character, save and except outside fences, 
which must be permitted to remain i n p lace . " 

I t was moved by Director Hogsett that The proposed adjustment be e f f ec t ed , and that 
Mr. Thurmond be advised of the terms of the agreement. Director Bewlay seconded 
M i s motion. Upon a vote being taken the motion was carr ied and i t i s so ordered. 



c 5, Thereupon the Lard Committee made a report and reco: mendation 
of proposals to purchase, and, o r , lease land as fo l lows , v i z : 

(a) Gum 3ros. - 126 acres of land, more o r l e s s , i n fee simple © $40,00 per 
acre (Written contract i n f i l e ) . 

(b) J . D. C r a f t , Boyd, Texas - 276.77 acres of land, more o r l e s s , i n fee 
simple, @ ^65.00 per acre (Written contract i n f i l e ) . There is noted on the 
contract that the D i s t r i c t is to lease the land to J . D. Cra f t for the year to 
end December 31, 1933, in consideration of $1.00 per acre per year, payable i n 
advanc e• 

(c) W. H . H i l l - 30 acres, more o r l e s s , i n fee simple, © $45.00 per acre. 
(One copy-no dupl ica te- i n f i l e ) 

A f t e r f u l l considerat ion of each o f these proposals i t was jaoved by 
Director Hog-sett that contracts to purchase, as l i s t e d above, and the one con­
tract to lease to J . D. C r a f t , do be aryoroved, authorized and consummated. This 
motion was seconded by Director Bewley. The motion was car r ied ani i t i s so 
ordered. 

6* Thereupon there was presented to the Directors the wri t ten 
proposal prepared by Mrs. Kjary ... Hicks, to lease u n t i l Decenber 31, 1930, from 
the D i s t r i c t the lands purchased by the D i s t r i c t from her. Presented with th is 
proposal was a check of Mrs . Hicks for the sum of ^500.00, to be i n f u l l consid­
erat ion for this lease . A f t e r f u l l considerat ion of this natter i t was the 
sense of the Board that the contract be executed by the Land Committee i n the 
form i n which ?/r i t ten, but that I 'rs. Hicks be wr i t t en a l e t t e r asking her to 
interpret her tendered contract i n sich manner as v/ould carry into e f fec t her 
ora l agreement that the D i s t r i c t ' s Engineers mi-ht , when necessary, enter upon 
her land a f t e r notice to her at such times, and i n such manner as would not 
in ju re her, or any tenant of hers*. I t i s so ordered. 

7. Thereupon the Land Committee presented to the Directors the 
necessi ty to have from . . D. Hodgson 3.66 acres of land i n addi t ion to the lands 
formerly placed under contract to the D i s t r i c t by I l r . Hodgson. I t was explained 
that compensation f o r this addi t iona l acreage would be at the same rate per acre 
as applied to the o r i g i n a l contract f o r purchase; a l so , that the deed as drawn 
and the voucher as drawn, should include compensation f o r this addi t iona l land. 
I t was fur ther explained that this addi t iona l land was necessary i n order to 
give the D i s t r i c t room f o r the V/estern abutmen t and a margin around the abutment 
of the Eagle Mountain Dam. Upon considerat ion of th is Hatter, Director Hogsett 
made a motion that the addi t ional purchase be authorized and voucher issued 
accordingly. This motion was seconded by Di rec tor Hickman. The motion was car­
r i ed and i t i s so ordered. 

8. Proposal to withdraw secur i t i es and substi tute s ecu r i t i e s ; 
Director Bewley, as Custodian of Pledges and Secur i t ies by the D i s t r i c t ' s Depos­
i t o r y , did present a Reciprocal Receipt, s i g i ed by the Texas nat ional Bank, 
whereby i t was proposed that said Bank should withdraw from pledge Secur i t ies 
aggregating $50,000,0*0; and fur ther , that said Bank should substi tute Secur i t ies 
i n pledge a gfcegating the sum $10,000.00. Director Bewley explained that the 
amount o f the D i s t r i c t ' s Deposit at th is time d id make i t proper to permit the 
withdrawal of Secur i t i e s as proposed; and fu r the r that the proposal to substi tute

c secur i t ies v/ould not impair the Security necessary to protect the D i s t r i c t . 
A spec i f i c descr ip t ion of the secur i t i e s oroposed to be withdrawn is set out 
as "Exhibi t A" and attached to these minutes and made a part hereof. Said 
Exhibi t A fur ther s p e c i f i c a l l y do scribes those secur i t i e s oroposed to be 
withdrawn and to be substituted by the Depository. Reference i s here made 
to said "Exhibi t A* in a id hereof. Upon f u l l consideration of these propos­
a l s , Director Hogsett made a motion that the proposal as set f o r t h by the 
presented Reciprocal Receipt do be authorized and that Director Bev/ley be 
-iven the power to consummate th i s proposal; fur ther , that one of the 

presented iden t i ca l a reerr.ents be attached to the o r i g i n a l bond of the Dis­
t r i c t s Depository, as "Exhibi t 12", and made part o f said bond, as i s prov­
ided f o r by the terms of the bond. This motion was seconded by Direc tor 
S t r i p l i n g . The motion v/as ca r r i ed and i t is so ordered. 

There was no f u r t / e r business presented and the meeting v/as ad-
journed.
