2. President Bennett alsoc presented u certain communication from Abe
Birdwell, Commissioner of Precinct No. 3 of Wise Countv, Texas, concerning claims

" made by him, bused on the effect of the Construction of the District's Ragle

Mountain Dam, on certain roads located in Precinct No. 3 of Wise County. Said
claim, with the Exhibits presented therewith, is attached to these Minutes, as
"Exhibit B" and is made part hereof.

Aftex full consideration of aach of said requests it was the sense of the Directors
that each should be advised that the cluims as presented have been presented to the
Attorneys for this District, for the purpose of having them advise the Directors

of the District concerning the extent of the legal 1iability of this District, or
whether or not any liability exists, It was further the sense of the Directors that
Commissicner Culwell should be now advised that the District had no need for a

road from Bridpeport to the Bridgeport Dam site; would have no authority to con-
struct the road, and therefore could not contribute to the cost of such & road.

Thereupon there was prepared a letter directed to Commissioner Culwaell
and cne to Commissioner Birdwell. Bach of suid letters wus signed by President
Bennett, and & copy of each is attached to these minutes, as "Exhibits C and D",

Gentlemen:

Attached hereto are estimates prepared by our
County Engineer in connection with a new system of highways
relative to the proposed Bridgeport Lake. A map of this lay-
out is attached.

You are no doubt aware of the fact that the Bridge-
port Lake will inundate a consldereble portion of my lateral
roads snd that my constituents must be cared for in the most
convenient snd economical menner possible. Your lake will also
make a very substential reduction in the valuation of this dis-
trict. Of course, it will be necessary that the water dlstrict
reimburse our road district for any demages incurred.

We are very anxious to adjust this matter and I am,
therefore, submitting the following proposition: I will accept
v 875,000.00 from your board and will give you 2 relesse on all
| highways and bridges that are inundated by the lake. (It will be
absolutely necessary that I rebuild the Willow Polnt Rced and al-
|so the Sandy Flat Roed, west of the Trinity River, as indicated
,on the plan{J I feel like this is & very falr estimate and rep-
resents a minimum of funds thet I will be required to expend in
the reconstruction of highways.

If you gentlemen so desire, I will construct a new
road from Bridgeport to the upper dam. This would be a very
expensive road to construct, the estimate being $90,860.00. If
you should care to finance this project I will, of eourse, co-
operate with you in any wey possible and will bulld the roesd
according to the attached estimate.

I shall further propose that you assume all bonded
indebtedness of land purchased by you and also current taxes
until such time &s the veluation in this district has incresassed
to its originel figure.

I sincerely trust that you gentlemen will give this
matter your prompt consideration, and advise your disposition.

Gentlemen:

Attached hereto ere estimates prepared by the
County Engineer of Wise County in connection with the new
system of highways that are on the upper shore of the Eagle
Mountain Dido Lake. A map of this layout is elso attached.

The primary cbject of this prorosed rocad system
is to connect the two lakes and Fort VWorth with a first class
commercial, as well as scenic highway. With this thought in

mind, specisl road districts have been created, bonds have been

voted and construction is now in progress on these projects.
The dirt eand drainage structures are rapidly nearing complet-
ion. It 4is estimated that within five months, Unit I of these
projects will be completed.

We are very anxious to complete this proposed
system of roads but will be unable to do so with our present
finances. Therefore, it would seem to our mutual interest
thet a settlement be effected between the Water Board and Wise
County for dsmages incurred to old roads, bridges, etc., ly-
ing within the flood lines of the proposed Eagle Mountein Dido

Lake, as indicated on the attached plans, at the earliest poss-

ible opportunity. We have gone to much exprense in preparing

this data and feel that your Honorable Body will cooperate with

us in an early adjustment.

I am prepered to make this proposition to your
board, which I believe, if acceptable to you, will be ratified
by the Cormmissioners'! Court of Wise County. I will accept
$125,000.00 from your board and will give you a relesse on all

highways, bridges, etc., that are inundeted by the lake and will
also release you from all further taxation and bonded indebted-

ness of the area that you purchase for the narmal shoreline of

the lake. I will further agree to expend this money in its en-
tirety on the reconstruction of this new highway system. I feel

sure that upon an anelysis of these estimates you will realize

that this county is trying to be extremely fair in this adjustment

end I sincerely trust that you gentlemen will give this matter
your prompt consideretion, and advise your disposition.
