
MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF, 
TARRANT COUNTY WATER CONTROL AND IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NUMBER ONE 

HELD IN THE DISTRICT OFFICE ON FEBRUARY 9 , 1931, AT 3 PM. 

The c a l l of the r o l l disclosed the presence of a l l of the Directors as follows:

W. R. Bennett presided i n his capacity as President; W. K. S t r i p l i n g acted i n 

his capacity as Secretary. 

At t h i s time and place the following proceedings were had and done, v i z : 

1. 

Minutes of meetings were read as follows: 

1 - The Called Meeting of January 26, 1931J 

2 - The Regular Meeting of January 26, 1931; 

3 - The Called Meeting of February 2 , 1931; 

4 - The Regular Meeting of February 2, 1931. 

Said Minutes were found without objection; they were approved and ordered of 

record. 

2. 

There was presented to the Directors for consideration statement 

of the condition of the D i s t r i c t ' s finances as of February 9 , 1931* Said 

statement i s attached to these Minutes marked "Exhibit A," and i t i s made part 

hereof. This statement showed voucher checks authorized and issued since Jan­

uary 5, 1931, for the t o t a l sum $10,859*09; these items were covered by checks 

s e r i a l numbers 2353 "to 2357, i n c l u s i v e . I t also showed voucher checks numbers 

2358 to 238I, i n c l u s i v e , for the t o t a l sum $226,131.49. The items so l i s t e d 

were accompanied by voucher checks proposed to be issued i n payment of obliga­

tions now due and payable try t h i s D i s t r i c t . There was f u l l consideration 
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of each of said checks and the data supporting the same, save as to checks 

s e r i a l numbers 23BO and 238I, which were reserved for l a t e r consideration, 

WHEREUPON Director S t r i p l i n g made a motion that each of the stated accounts 

Dayable do be approved and that voucher checks 2358 to 2379, i n c l u s i v e , do 

be executed and delivered to the respective persons e n t i t l e d to receive the 

same. This motion was seconded by Director Hogsett. Upon a vote being 

taken the motion was carried and i t was so ordered. 

3 . 

There was presented to the Directors for consideration the report 

of the D i s t r i c t ' s Auditors, Pitner & Adams, dated February 5, 1931. covering 

cash receipts and disbursements for the month of December, 1931» a n (* the year 

ended December 31. 1931* Said report was accompanied by the note: "Complete 

"report for the year 193^ i s being prepared and w i l l be submitted at an early 

"date." Said report was examined and was ordered recieved and f i l e d as 

"Exhibit 3" to the Minutes of this Meeting. 

h. 

There was presented to the Directors for consideration, by Mr. 

Nichols, of the Fngineers, a proposed written agreement of accord and s a t i s ­

faction of various controversies as between t h i s D i s t r i c t and i t s Contractors. 

I t was explained by Mr. Nichols and Mr. Hawley of the Engineers, that they 

held i n the Engineering F i l e s of the D i s t r i c t l e t t e r s from the Contractors 

whereby the Contractors acknowledged obligations on t h e i r part as follows: 

(a) At t h e i r own cost to replace the retaining wall at the 

Conduit of the Bridgeport Reservoir; 

(b) To waive any claim for extra compensation because of having 

been required to mix clay and sand for a material to be placed i n the s o i l l -
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way section of the Eagle Mountain Dam. 

(c) To accept compensation for the excavation of sand rock 

at Eagle Mountain Dam, which requires shooting, under the c l a s s i f i c a t i o n 

of "loose rock." 

Both Mr. Hawley and Mr. Nichols gave advice that i n t h e i r 

opinion the adjustment proposed was advantageous to the D i s t r i c t and would 

result to relieve the D i s t r i c t from the p o s s i b i l i t y of being ultimately 

required to pay a sum of money (especially for clearing) much exceeding 

the sum which would be paid under the proposed agreement. Said agreement 

had been executed by Trinityfarm Construction Company, Inc., and Uvalde 

Construction Company, but had not been executed by McKenzie Construction 

Co., due to the fact that Mr. McKenzie was absent from the State. Upon 

f u l l consideration of t h i s matter i t was the sense of the Directors that 

the agreement as proposed should be f i r s t executed by Mr. A. J . McKenzie, 

for McKenzie Construction Company, and then presented to the Directors 

for f i n a l action. I t was so ordered. 

5. 

Mr. M. W. Burch of Decatur, an Attorney for t h i s D i s t r i c t , 

appeared before the Board and made an extended statement concerning h i s 

effort s to procure accords with r e l a t i o n to the purchase of certain lands 

and easement i n Visa County at the Bridgeport Reservoir §ite. He stated 

i n substance that while he had not been able to procure results as expect­

ed by him, there was some hope that certain of these cases could yet be 

settled by an accord rather than by proceedings for condemnation. Direct­

or S t r i p l i n g made a motion that Messrs. Burch & Woodruff, as Attorneys for 

t h i s D i s t r i c t , be given authority to continue t h e i r efforts for accords, 
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but that they further be given authority to proceed with a l l possible 

dispatch to i n s t i t u t e condemnati on proceedings i n each and every case 

as to which an accord at an early day did not seem to be assured. Fur­

ther, that they be authorized to incur the expense necessary to the i n ­

s t i t u t i o n of condemnation proceedings, which w i l l include the cost of 

obtaining abstracts of the t i t l e s to the affected lands, to be used i n 

determining who were the parties necessary to he included i n each of the 

oroposed proceedings. Further, that t h i s be understood as supplemental 

to and i n confirmation of the prior order of t h i s Board of Directors 

whereby Messrs, Burch & oodruff were requested to proceed to condemn any 

and a l l lands necessary to be condemned i n the Bridgeport Reservoir area. 

This motion was seconded by Director Hickman. Upon a vote being taken 

the motion was carried and i t was so ordered, 

6. 

Thereupon there were presented to the Directors for consid­

eration duplicates of certain p o l i c i e s of Insurance covering Uvalde 

Construction Company and McKenzie Construction Company, two of the 

contractors (who j o i n t l y and severally with Trinityfarm Construction Co., 

Inc., constitute "The Contractor," for the D i s t r i c t ) , a s follows, v i z : 

(a) Po l i c y No. A-l2;000, of Texas Employers' Insurance Assn., 

dated February 10, 1931» covering Workmen's Compensation and Employers' 

L i a b i l i t y . 

(b) P o l i c y of Employers Casualty Co, No. A2-37368, dated 

February 6, 1931, covering public l i a b i l i t y of the Contractor. There was 

f u l l consideration of t h i s tendered coverage whereupon Director Bewley made 

a motion that the p o l i c i e s as delivered do be approved as of the time of 

t h e i r issuance and further that duplicate copies of each of the stated pol-
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i c i e s delivered to the D i s t r i c t do be preserved i n the D i s t r i c t ' s Contractors 

f i l e where the same shall be considered as a part of these Minutes. This mo­

tio n was seconded by Director Hogsett. Upon a vote being taken the motion 

was carried and i t was so ordered. 

7. 

There was presented to the Directors for consideration the Dis­

t r i c t ' s proposed voucher check No. 238O, for the sum $221.00, payable to the 

order of P. R. Weatherford. This check was proposed to be issued i n payment 

for 3*4 acres of land, situated i n Tarrant County, Texas. An approved war­

ranty deed to the land was in the possession of the D i s t r i c t . This proposal 

was accompanied by the c e r t i f i c a t e of the Attorneys that the t i t l e was i n 

acceptable condition and by the c e r t i f i c a t e of the Engineers concerning the 

description of the land as given in the deed. Upon consideration of t h i s 

matter, Director Bewley made a motion that voucher check No. 238O do be 

issued and delivered to P. R. Weatherford as proposed. This motion was 

seconded by Director Pogsett. Upon a vote being taken the motion was carried 

and i t was so ordered. 

8. 

There was presented to the Directors for consideration D i s t r i c t 

voucher check No. 238I, payable to the D i s t r i c t ' s Contractor for the sum 

.*221,654.68. This check was proposed to be issued as an advance upon con­

struction contract under the Engineers' Estimate of the Progress of the Work 

No. 12, covering the period from January 5* 1931» to February 5» 1931* a. n <* 

being for 85$ of the amount of said Estimates as provided by law. This es­

timate showed the sum payable to the Contractor on the Eagle Mountain Dam to 

be #103,348.33; and on the Bridgeport Dam the sum $118,286.35. Said Estimate 

was accompanied by a l l necessary supporting data. I t was explained by Mr. 

Nichols of the Engineers that the Estimate as drawn included paying to the 
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Contractors the sum of money due and payable to them under the written accord 

and s a t i s f a c t i o n agreement approved at th i s meeting. Said Engineers' Estimate 

No. 12, together with the supporting data, i s attached to these Minutes i n 

f o l i o as "Exhibit C," and hereby i s made part hereof. There was f u l l examin­

ation of a l l items embraced i n the Estimate, WHEREUPON Director Hogsett made 

a motion that D i s t r i c t Voucher Check No. 238I, i n the sum |221,63I4.68, payable 

to the contractors do be executed and delivered to them on account and as an 

advance of working c a p i t a l as provided for i n the contract between the D i s t r i c t 

and said Contractors. This motion was seconded by Director S t r i p l i n g . Upon 

a vote being taken the motion was carried and i t was so ordered. 

9. 

There was presented to the Directors for consideration detailed 

Estimate of the Progress of the work of the D i s t r i c t and the probable monthly 

requirements f o r money by the D i s t r i c t to cover the period to December 31, 

1931* There was f u l l consideration of t h i s matter. I t was the sense of the 

Directors that the Attorneys for the D i s t r i c t should, have i n readiness f o r a 

calle d meeting to be held on Monday, February 16, 1931, a proposed order to 

provide for the issuance and sale of bonds of the D i s t r i c t in the par sum 

11,500,000.00. Further that notice to bidders should state that the Dis­

t r i c t would onen bids i n the D i s t r i c t o f f i c e at 10 o'clock a.m. on March 17, 

1931, to the end that the proceeds from the sale might be actually i n the 

D i s t r i c t Depository at the time not lat e r than May 1, 1931* Further, that 

the order should provide f o r the bidders to name the rate of interest (to be 

at bjgfo or l i f % ) . Further that the notice and the terms and conditions i n a l l 

things conform to the notice and conditions under which the D i s t r i c t bonds of 

"Series B," were issued and sold. Further, that the Estimate of money require­

ments under consideration do be attached to these Minutes as "Exhibit E." 
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9. 

There was presented to the Directors for approval as to form 

the wording of a voucher proposed to be placed upon the D i s t r i c t ' s voucher 

check, which w i l l be issued to * # L. Van Zandt, as Receiver of the Texas 

National Bank i n order to bring to a close the accord and sati s f a c t i o n hereto­

fore agreed to and authorized by said Receiver and by t h i s D i s t r i c t . I t was 

the sense of the Directors that the ordering of the voucher as presented should 

be approved; that the same be submitted to the Attorneys f o r the Receiver for 

t h e i r approval and that when so approved the check to be issued to the Receiver 

should be i n the stated form. I t was so ordered. 

No further business was presented and the meeting was adjourned.
