President Bennett explained that the object of the call for this meet=-
ing was to consider and fix the rate of tax to be levied and collected by this
Distriet for the year 1931, whereupon he presented to the Directors for con-
sideration the certificate of J, Lester Wright, as Tax Assessor in and for this
Distriect, wherein he certifies that he has appraised the property subject to
the District®™s taxing power for the year 1931; further, thet the conservative
value of the realestate is the sum $2,,0,l)/,5,915.00; that the conservative value
of the personal property was the sum #91,527,315,00; making a total value of
the taxable property as appraised the sum 3531,273,230.00. Said original cer=~
t4f4cate is attached to these Mimites ss "Exhibit A," and hereby is made part
hereof as though embodied herein,

The Directors having made full examination of all matters relating to

the value of the property subject to the District's taxing power for the year
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1931, of the necessity of the District to provide money for the interest and
sinking fénd of the District up to the time when the Distriet might have in
hand taxes from its levies for the year 1932, TFurther, that the total money
requirements of the Distriet up to the time it would have in hand its taxes
for the year 1932, including the cost to assess and colleet the taxes for the
year 1931, will be $,23,950,00; that there is now in the interest and sinking
fund 6f the District the sum $173,h85.91. Itﬁ;as the opinion of the Directors
that the necessity of the Distriet did not require it to apnly its taxing pow-
er for the year 1931, to the full value of the property subject to that taxing
power for the year 1931; But, that the same should be anvlied to such propor-
tion of said velue as would correspond to the values as assessed for State

and County taxes for the year 1931, which is anproximately L5% of the values

as appraised and established.
