At t h i s time and place the f o l l o w i n g proceedings were had and done, v i z : 

1 . 

Mr. Harrison presented to the D i r e c t o r s f o r c o n s i d e r a t i o n , documents 

as f o l l o w s : 

a — C e r t i f i e d copy of the P e t i t i o n presented by the Trustees of the 

Chicago, Rock Island and Gulf Railway Company to the Judge of the D i s t r i c t Court 

of the Northern D i s t r i c t of I l l i n o i s , seeking a u t h o r i z a t i o n f o r an agreement con­

cerning possession of t h a t part of the Bridgeport-Graham Branch Line r a i l r o a d , 

which now i s under condemnation to the D i s t r i c t ; 

b — C e r t i f i e d copy of the Court's order on said p e t i t i o n , a u t h o r i z i n g 
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the proposed agreement; 

c — A c t u a l agreement tendered by Mr. H a r r i s o n . 

These documents, i n f o l i o , are attached to these Minutes as " E x h i b i t 

A," and here are r e f e r r e d to as part hereof. 

Said instruments were examined by the Attorneys f o r the D i s t r i c t and 

the D i r e c t o r s of the D i s t r i c t and were found to be i n substance, i n compliance 

w i t h the proposals heretofore submitted to the D i s t r i c t by Mr. H a r r i s o n . There 

was f u l l c o n s i d e r a t i o n of t h i s matter, whereupon D i r e c t o r Hogsett made a motion 

that the proposed w r i t t e n agreement do be aoproved f o r execution, as the act 

and deed of the D i s t r i c t , and that the same do be executed on behalf of the 

D i s t r i c t by D i r e c t o r C. A. Hickman, i n the name of the D i s t r i c t , by him as 

President of the D i s t r i c t : Adoption of the motion was seconded by D i r e c t o r 

S t r i p l i n g . A l l of the Di r e c t o r s present voted f o r the motion and no d i r e c t o r 

voted ap-ainst the motion. The motion was c a r r i e d , whereupon the tendered w r i t ­

ten agreement was executed by Mr. Har r i s o n f o r the Trustees of the R a i l r o a d 

and by D i r e c t o r Hickman, f o r the D i s t r i c t . 

As an i n c i d e n t of the foregoing agreement, but not as part t h e r e o f , 

Mr. H a r r i s o n on behalf of the Trustees of the R a i l r o a d made agreement t h a t he 

=ould, i f requested, and as soon as might be authorized by the Railway Commis­

si o n of Texas, abandon the Berkshire Switch as a f r e i g h t - t a r i f s t a t i o n ; oroT-pt-

l y remove the stock pens nov on the s i t e of the gap i n the Berkshire Levee, 

remove the Berkshire Switch or sk i d the same over as close as operations per­

m i t t e d to the main l i n e t r a c t ; i n order that the contr a c t o r s f o r the d i s t r i c t 

might proceed w i t h greater convenience to do the work necessary to close the 

gap i n sa i d levee, save the space (not to exceed 2 5 f e e t ) which should be 
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l e f t f o r o p e r a t i o n over the main l i n e t r a c k ,

Minutes were read, approved and ordered or record as f o l l o w s :

There was presented f o r c o n s i d e r a t i o n r e p o r t of the D i s t r i c t A u d i t ­

o r s , covering the month of A p r i l and the year t o date. Each of the D i r e c t o r s 

had received a copy of the rep o r t at an e a r l i e r time and were of the op i n i o n 

t h a t the same required no a c t i o n at t h i s time, and th a t i t be received and f i l ­

ed. I t was so ordered.

There was presneted t o the D i r e c t o r s f o r c o n s i d e r a t i o n the request 

of Mr. C. L. McNair, Custodian of p r o p e r t i e s a t the Bridgeport R e s e r v o i r , where­

i n he reported t h a t he, at the request of Major John B. Eawley, as Engineer 

f o r the D i s t r i c t , had made two t r i p s from the dam t o D a l l a s , Texas, i n order 

to l o c a t e equipment which might be used i n p l a c i n g a temporary and modified 

levee across the gap i n the Berkshire Levee. The number of miles t r a v e l e d 

was 1 9 8 . He asked allowance of the reasonable value of the use of h i s car. 

Upon c o n s i d e r a t i o n of t h i s matter D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g made a moticn t h a t Mr. 

McNair be compensated f o r the use of h i s car at the rate of f i v e cents per 

m i l e — - o r , a t o t a l of 19 * 9 0 ; f u r t h e r t h a t , t h i s D i s t r i c t ' s voucher-check $4.1514. do be 

issued and d e l i v e r e d to Mr. McNair i n payment of said account. The motion was 

seconded by D i r e c t o r Bewley. Upon a vote being taken the motion was c a r r i e d and 

i t was so ordered. 

5. 

D i r e c t o r Hickman, as Chairman of the Land Committee, presented f o r 
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c o n s i d e r a t i o n two w r i t t e n tenders of purchase of land owned by the D i s t r i c t , and 

which were embraced i n the lands advertised f o r sale by the D i s t r i c t on May 2 2 

and 2 9 , 1935» i n the manner required by law. These proposals were as f o l l o w s : 

1 — Chas. F. Roeser of Fort f o r t h , of date June 1 0 , 1 9 3 5 , to purchase 

3 O .08 acres of the J . B. Hoskins t r a c t , and 6 3 . 5 6 acres of the John I . Burgess 

t r a c t , making a t o t a l of 93.6k acres, at the T r i c e of Seventy-five ( 7 * 7 5 . ° ° ) per 

acre; 

2 — Proposal of U. M. Lee of Fort ; , rorth, dated June 7 , 1 9 3 5 , wherein 

he proposed to purchase that p o r t i o n of the land known as the Stock Yards 

Nati o n a l Bank land, which i s o f f the Northwest corner of s a i d Survey, and separ­

ated from the remainder of the Survey by a road, and j o i n i n g on the 'Vest the 

land of Mr. Fimbrough, a t the p r i c e of One Hundred D o l l a r s ( $ 1 0 0 . 0 0 ) per acre. J 

There was f u l l c o n s i d e r a t i o n of these proposals and i d e n t i f i c a t i o n of 

the lands i n question, upon the D i s t r i c t ' s maps, whereupon D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g 

made a motion as f o l l o w s : 

/ "That the proposal of Mr. Roeser to purchase land be d e c l i n e d ; but t h a t , 

i n l i e u thereof there do be a counter-proposal to s e l l t o Mr. Roeser lands i n 

question on the f o l l o w i n g b a s i s , i . e.: 1—The 3 O . O 8 acres out of the Hoskins 

t r a c t , at One Hundred ( $ 1 0 0 . 0 0 ) Dol l a r s per acre; 2 — t h e 6 3 . 5 6 acres out of the 

Burgess t r a c t , at Seventy-five ( $ 7 5 « 0 ° ) D o l l a r s per acre. 

"That the proposal of purchase made by Mr. U. M. Lee do be accepted, 

subject to the ascertainment of the exact amount of land i n v o l v e d . 

"Further t h a t , i n the event of sales t o e i t h e r of sai d p a r t i e s , con­

summation of the sales should be subject to these f u r t h e r c o n d i t i o n s , i . e.: 
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"(a) That the purchaser w i l l take the land i n question subject t o 

the e x i s t i n g leases on s a i d lands, which expire on December 3l» 1935* 

"(b) That the measurement of the land s h a l l i n c l u d e a l l lands at e l e ­

v a t i o n higher than t h a t of the s p i l l w a y of the Eagle Mountain Dam, which i s 6L& 

f e e t above mean sea l e v e l ; 

"(c) That i n deeding said lands the D i s t r i c t w i l l reserve perpetual 

f l o o d flowage easements or r i g h t s upon a l l p o r t i ons of s a i d lands which are 

s i t u a t e d between the e l e v a t i o n 6k9 and e l e v a t i o n 668 f e e t ; which r e s e r v a t i o n of 

easements s h a l l be conditioned as provided by the easement deed forms of t h i s 

D i s t r i c t . 

"(d) That the D i s t r i c t w i l l not f u r n i s h an a b s t r a c t of the t i t l e t o 

any lands sold under t h i s motion, but t h a t i n l i e u thereof the D i s t r i c t w i l l 

covenant w i t h the purchasers and t h e i r grantees that the a b s t r a c t s of t i t l e now 

h e l d i n the records of t h i s D i s t r i c t w i l l be made a v a i l a b l e to s a i d purchasers 

or t h e i r grantees, at a l l times of need, f o r reasonable periods of examination, 

and upon deposit of the value of the a b s t r a c t which may be d e s i r e d . 

"Further t h a t , i n case s a i d proposed purchasers comply w i t h the 

c o n d i t i o n s embraced i n t h i s motion, the same do be consummated by the execution 

and d e l i v e r y of deeds i n the manner provided by law f o r t h i s D i s t r i c t , w i t h o u t 

other or f u r t h e r order of t h i s Board; subject only t o the a c t u a l payment t o the 

D i s t r i c t of the proper c o n s i d e r a t i o n f o r s a i d lands." 

This motion was seconded by D i r e c t o r Hogsett. Upon a vote being taken 

the motion was c a r r i e d and i t was so ordered. 

5. 

There was presented a proposal of John G. Reynolds to lease f o r the 

remainder of the year 1935 approximately 193 acres of l a n d , purchased by the 
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D i s t r i c t from the c i t y of Fort Worth, s i t u a t e d below the Burgess Levee, f o r 

the sum $32.50, which was accompanied by check of Mr. Reynolds on the F i r s t 

N a t i o n a l Bank of Fort Worth f o r the sum $52.50. There was c o n s i d e r a t i o n of 

t h i s matter and i t was the sense of the D i r e c t o r s t h a t the proposal should 

be r e j e c t e d and that the check be returned; and t h a t , i n l i e u t h e r e o f the 

D i s t r i c t submit t o Mr. Reynolds a coun t e r - p r o p o s i t i o n f o r the lease of s a i d 

l a n d , f o r a r e n t a l to be at the r a t e of $100.00 per year: I t was so ordered. 

6. 

Attached t o these Minutes as " E x h i b i t B," i s a statement of the 

f i n a n c i a l c o n d i t i o n of t h i s D i s t r i c t as of t h i s day. Said e x h i b i t shows 

proposed voucher checks numbers Lil^U - 1|.153» i n c l u s i v e , f o r the sums aggre­

g a t i n g $186ij..80, to cover accounts of the D i s t r i c t now due and payable. 

Upon c o n s i d e r a t i o n of these voucher checks and the data t o support the same, 

D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g made a motion that s a i d accounts do be approved f o r pay­

ment and t h a t proposed voucher checks consecutive and i n c l u s i v e s e r i a l num­

bers l i l l ^ t o Jj.153» d o *>e executed and d e l i v e r e d t o the r e s p e c t i v e persons 

e n t i t l e d t o receive the same. This motion was seconded by D i r e c t o r Hogsett. 

Upon a vote being taken the motion was c a r r i e d and i t was so ordered. 

7. 

Marvin C. Nichols of the Engineers, explained to the D i r e c t o r s the 

d e s i r e of the D i s t r i c t ' s Engineers to have a u t h o r i t y t o b r i n g Mr. Daniel W. 

Mead of Madison, Wisconsin, t o F o r t Worth f o r i n s p e c t i o n of the D i s t r i c t ' s 

two dams and c o n s u l t a t i o n concerning the present c o n d i t i o n and f u t u r e methods 

of operating the dams. I t was explained t h a t i t was not the thought that 

t h i s be immediately done, but t h a t i t should be done at some time i n the near 
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f u t u r e . I t was r e c a l l e d t h a t Mr. Mead was f a m i l i a r w i t h the geology of the 

locatiom of the dams, t h a t he had acted as a consultant i n the approval of 

the plans f o r the dams, and that he had made i n s p e c t i o n soon a f t e r the dams 

were s u b s t a n t i a l l y completed. Upon c o n s i d e r a t i o n of t h i s matter D i r e c t o r 

S t r i p l i n g made a motion t h a t Hawley, Freese and N i c h o l s , whenever t h e i r judg­

ment d i c t a t e d , be authorized to procure Mr. Mead to come to F o r t Worth f o r 

the desired i n s p e c t i o n and c o n s u l t a t i o n , and t h a t payment of h i s compensation 

and expenses be paid by the D i s t r i c t , upon the same b a s i s as had a p p l i e d to 

p r i o r s e r v i c e s by Mr. Mead. Adoption of the motion was seconded by D i r e c t o r 

Hogsett. Upon a vote being taken the motion was c a r r i e d and i t was so ordered. 

8. 

The Attorneys c a l l e d t o the a t t e n t i o n of the D i r e c t o r s the f a c t 

t h a t as the l i t i g a t i o n w i t h the Rock Island R a i l r o a d had been f i n a l l y determin­

ed, and as the controversy w i t h the Federal Trustees i n Bankruptcy of the R a i l ­

road had been terminated, the Trustees would, without doubt, d e s i r e immediate­

l y t o withdraw from the C o n t i n e n t a l National Bank of F o r t Vorth, the sum of 

Two Hundred Forty-three Thousand ($2143,000.00) D o l l a r s which had been in c l u d e d 

i n the condemnation d e p o s i t . There was f u l l c o n s i d e r a t i o n of t h i s matter, and 

i t was the conclusion of the D i r e c t o r s t h a t the withdrawal of t h i s money would 

be s i m p l i f i e d i f the D i s t r i c t would draw against i t s account e n t i t l e d "Rock I s ­

land Condemnation Deposit," a voucher check, payable t o J a s . S. Gorman, Frank 

0. Lowden and James B. Fleming, as Trustees i n Bankruptcy f o r the Chicago, Rock 

I s l a n d and Gulf Railway Company of Texas, f o r s a i d sum $214.3,000.00; whereupon 

D i r e c t o r Hogsett made a motion t h a t the D i s t r i c t ' s voucher check No. I4I56, 

payable as above i n d i c a t e d , drawn on s a i d "Rock I s l a n d Condemnation Deposit," 

do be executed and d e l i v e r e d t o the o f f i c e r s and agents of said Trustees 
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i n Bankruptcy, i n f u l l payment and s a t i s f a c t i o n of the decree i n condemnation 

rendered by the Court of C i v i l Appeals f o r the Second Supreme J u d i c i a l D i s t r i c t 

of Texas, on September II4., 193^» a n <^ n o w become f i n a l by reason of the d e n i a l 

of the w r i t of c e r t i o r a r i by the Supreme Court of the United States on June Li, 

1935* D i r e c t o r S t r i p l i n g seconded the adoption of t h i s motion. Upon a vote 

being taken the motion was c a r r i e d and i t was so ordered. 

9. 

There was presented to the D i r e c t o r s f o r allowance the account of 

Hawley, Preese and N i c h o l s , f o r t h e i r engineering s e r v i c e and s u p e r v i s i o n of 

the D i s t r i c t ' s two dams, f o r the month of May, 1935, i n the sum $200.00, 

whereupon D i r e c t o r Bewley made a motion t h a t said account be approved f o r pay­

ment and th a t the D i s t r i c t ' s voucher check No. 1±155, payable t o Hawley, Preese 

and N i c h o l s , f o r the sum $200.00, to be issued and d e l i v e r e d i n payment of 

s a i d acoount. This motion was seconded by D i r e c t o r Hogsett. Upon a vote be­

i n g taken the motion was c a r r i e d and i t was so ordered.

No f u r t h e r business was presented and the meeting was adjourned.
